Sunday Reflection 

The Lord says to Moses: “You 
yourselves have seen… how I bore 

you on eagles’ wings and brought you 
to myself.” Today, “when Jesus saw the 
crowds, he had compassion for them.” 
The Lord was moved with pity because 
he wanted each person in that crowd to 
respond to his love. So Jesus summons 
the Twelve to be the labourers for the 
harvest. They are to proclaim: “The 
kingdom of heaven is at hand.” 
Speaking on behalf of the Lord, their 
words mean, “you shal l be my 
treasured possession among al l 
peoples”. Or, as Saint Paul expresses it 
after the Resurrection, “God shows his
